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You will need:
1.	 Card and colouring materials for a backdrop
2.	 A seed tray
3.	 Soil or compost, 
4.	 Pebbles and stones
5.	 Spiky twigs
6.	 Sand
7.	 Small cards
8.	 Lollipop sticks
9.	 Sticky tape or glue

What to do:
1.	 Fill the seed tray with various materials to make the field
2.	 With cards and lollipop sticks make labels for each part
3.	 Colour the backdrop and stick it to the back of the tray
4.	 Cut out the text on the left, maybe colour it, and stick it to 

the front of the tray
