Where were they?
Where was Ezekiel?
See Ezekiel 1:3.  The Chebar (or Kebar) 
may have been the royal canal of 
Nebuchadnezzar, which connected the 
Tigris with the Euphrates.  Perhaps the 
Jews were used as slaves to build it? See 
Psalm 137.

Where was Daniel?
Daniel must have spent most of his time 
in Babylon - see Daniel 2:48 for instance.
Do you think Daniel and Ezekiel would 
have met each other?

Later on
Daniel (8:2) has a vision where he is in 
Susa, the capital of the Persian empire.
Who else was there?  See Esther 2:8 and 
Nehemiah 1:1
