Angels could be done with spotlights and voices off stage.

Before she had a chance to speak
The angel said, “Don’t fear
I have important news for you
Our God has sent me here.”

“For you will have a baby soon
And he will be God’s Son
His name is Jesus.  He will come
In love for everyone.”

“But I’m not married yet”, she said
“So how can this be true?”
“That isn’t hard for God”, said he
“There’s nothing He can’t do.”

“He’ll send the Holy Spirit down
But that’s not all God’s done
For though Elisabeth is old
She, too, will have a son.”

And Mary said, “It’s wonderful
That I may serve the Lord
Whatever God wants, I will do
According to His Word.”

And when the angel disappeared
Then Mary packed to go
“The angel told me what to do
I know where I will go.”

“I’ll go and see Elisabeth
It’s just the thing to do
And I would like to know if she
Has seen the angel too.”
9.
She said, “Goodbye”, and hurried off
It was not long before
Elisabeth heard Mary knock
She hurried to the door.

Elisabeth saw Mary there
Her heart was filled with joy
“Great wonders have been done”, she said
“I, too, will have a boy!”

“Our God has blessed us both”, she said
“But you’re the honoured one
You are the one God chose to be
The mother of His Son.”
12.
And Mary sang a song of praise
“Lord I believe that you
Will send your Son to save us as
You promised you would do.”

13.
That night they sat and talked
When there was nothing else to do
And Mary said, “I wondered if
You saw the angel too.”

14.
Elisabeth said, “No, not I
He did not come to me!
But Zechariah was the one
The angel came to see.”

15.
“An angel suddenly appeared
Quite close to where he stood
And Zechariah shook with fear
As anybody would!”

16.
“The angel said, “Don’t be afraid
I have good news for you
You know that you are very old
And that your wife is too.”

17.
“But God has a surprise for you
A very special one
Our God decided it is time
To give you both a son.

18.
“You’ll call him John.  He will prepare
The people for God’s Son
He’ll baptize men and preach good news
And say, “God’s Son is come!”

19.
“My husband said, “How will I know
The things you say are true?”
The sign the angel gave is why
He cannot talk to you”.
20.
And Mary stayed with them three months
But then she said one day
“It’s time for me to go back home
I should be on my way.”

21.
She said, “Goodbye”, and hurried home
When Joseph married her
He said, “Now we must make our home
So where would you prefer?”

22.
“Let’s stay right here”, she said.  But God
Had other plans for them
And so He had them leave their home
And go to Bethlehem.

23.
The town was crowded, rooms were scarce
When they arrived that day
A stable was the only place
Where both of them could stay.

24.
And late that night God’s Son was born
And Jesus was his name
But everyone in town slept on
And didn’t know he came.

Some shepherds were the first to know
While tending sheep that night
An angel suddenly they saw
The hills were bright with light.

“Don’t be afraid”, the angel said
“Just go to Bethlehem
And you will find your Saviour there
Now go and worship him.”

27.
“He’s come!”, one said.  “The Saviour whom
We’ve waited for is here!”
“Let's go and see!”, another said
“That town is very near.”

28.
More angels came to them before
They went to Bethlehem
“Glory be to God on High!”
The angels sang to them.

29.
“Peace on earth!  Goodwill to men!
God’s Son has come to earth!”
After that they went and found
The place of Jesus’ birth.

They found the stable where he was
And quietly went in
To worship Jesus, who had come
To save us from our sin.
